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Tiirkiyenin Karadeniz kiyisinda, tarihi Pontus ve Bitinya
arasinda kalan ¢ok eski bir bolgenin adidir. Tarihte Paf-
lagonya bolgesi kuzeyden Karadeniz, doguda Kizilirmak,
batida Sakarya Nehri, giineyde Frigya ve Galatya ile ¢ev-
rilmigti. Giiniimiizde Kastamonu, Sinop, Bartin, Cankir1
ve Karabiik bu bolgede yer alirken Corum, Bolu, Zongul-
dak ve Samsun illerinin bir boliimi de bolgenin icinde
kalmaktadur.

MO 1000 tarihinde bu bélgeye hakim olan Paflagonlar
kendi adlarini bu cografyaya vermiglerdir. Paflagonya an-
tik bolgesinin tarihteki izlerinden s6z eden en eski kay-
nak Homeros'un ilyadasidir. Yapilan arkeolojik kazilarda
¢ikan veriler 1s1g1nda Paflagonya bolgesinin tarih 6ncesi
kalintilar1 4 bin yil 6ncesine isaret etmektedir.

Biiyiik Iskender, Paflagonya’y1 fethedememis, ancak onun
kumandan: Antigon istilaya muvaffak olmustur. Helen-
lerden sonra 183’te Pontuslar bolgeyi ve sahillerini almig-
lar, 104’te ise bolge Pontuslardan Bitinyalilara ge¢mis, Bi-
tinyalilar ise 64’te Romalilarla yaptiklar: savasta tarihten
silinmiglerdir.

Romalilar, Kastamonu dahil bolgeyi tamamen isgal ettik-
ten sonra, bugiin Kastamonu’nun ilgesi olan Tagkoprir'yii
hitktimet merkezi yapmuslar ve bu sehri General Pompe
aldigindan sehre Pompeipolis adin1 vermislerdir. Roma
Imparatorlugu’nun 395’te ikiye béliinmesiyle kurulan
Dogu Roma Imparatorlugu 1100 kadar Kastamonu’ya
hakim olmus fakat o tarihte kenti Tiirk Beyligi Danis-
mentlilere terk etmeye mecbur kalmislardir.
Paflagonya’ya ait bircok kalinti giiniimiize ulagmuistir.
Bunlarin baslicalar1 bolgeye yayillan Kaya mezarlari,
Tumilisler (Kral Mezarlar1), Kaya kabartmalari, iskan
yerleri ile ¢ok sayida heykel ve kabartmalardir. Bélgenin
tarihine 131k tutacak arkeolojik kazilar halen devam et-
mektedir.

It is the name of an ancient region on the Black Sea coast
of Turkey, between Pontus and Bithynia. Historically, the re-
gion of Paphlagonia was surrounded by the Black Sea from
the north, the “Kizilirmak” from the east, the “Sakarya” Ri-
ver from the west, Phrygia and Galatia from the south. Today,
Kastamonu, Sinop, Bartin, Cankir1 and Karabiik are located
in this region, while some of the provinces of Corum, Bolu,
Zonguldak and Samsun also remain within the region.

The Paphlagons, who dominated this region in 1000 BC, gave
their own names to this geography. The oldest source that men-
tions the traces of the ancient Paphlagonia region in history is
Homer’s Iliad. In the light of the data obtained during archaeo-
logical excavations, the prehistoric remains of the Paphlagonia
region indicate 4 thousand years ago.

It is known that Antigonus, one of the commanders of Alexan-
der the Great, conquered Paphlagonia. After the Hellenes, the
Pontus captured the region and its coasts in 183, the region
passed from Pontus to the Bithynians in 104, and the Bithy-
nians were erased from history in their war with the Romans
in 64.

After the Romans completely occupied the region, including
Kastamonu, they turned Taskoprii, which is today the district
of Kastamonu, into the center of government and named the
city Pompeipolis because General Pompe took this city. The
Eastern Roman Empire, founded in 395 when the Roman Em-
pire was divided into two, dominated Kastamonu until 1100,
but at that time they had to leave the city to the Turkish “Da-
nishmend Principality”.

Many ruins belonging to Paphlagonia have survived to this
day. The main ones are Rock tombs, Tumuli (King Tombs),
Rock reliefs, settlements and a large number of sculptures and
reliefs spread throughout the region. Archaeological excava-
tions that will shed light on the history of the region are still
ongoing.
